Experiences can be drawn from the
workplace, volunteer activities, and/or family and community life. Students must critically reflect on and
analyze their experiences in order to learn from them and then connect that learning to the course.

The purpose of this application is to provide you with a context in which to articulate, reflect upon and
organize your prior learning as it relates to the COMS 3101 course. In addition to detailing what you have
accomplished thus far, you will also be expected to identify the skills and knowledge you’ve gained and
demonstrate how this fulfills the objectives of COMS 3101.

* How would you prepare for an interview? Where do your strengths lie in this regard?
Your weaknesses?
* What follow-up do you employ after an interview?

Career Aspirations

* What are your career goals? By what means do you intend to pursue them? Timeframe?

* How have your prior experiences shaped these goals?

* What skills or qualities do you possess that will enable you to be an effective professional in your
field of interest?

* Where are the ‘gaps’ in your knowledge base? How do you plan to address these areas?

* As a professional, how do you plan to ‘stay current” with issues and trends in your field?

Critical Thinking

* As a result of your experience(s), how do you now approach situations which require critical thinking?
Give examples.
* Discuss your suitability to your field of interest, detailing insights gained from your prior experiences.

* What have you learned as a result of the PLA process?
